THE USE OF LIGHT

We are light beings who have chosen to
incarnate into physical, emotional and mental
bodies. As we took on each body, our light
decreased. The least light is within the
physical world. This world is referred to as the
domain of maya (illusion). It is the most
difficult for soul light to penetrate. We are

forced to accept, until late in our spiritual
development, the apparent objectivity of the
contents of our physical plane reality.

Progress upon the path for every spiritual
seeker involves cultivating techniques of
increasing light. (We can substitute the word
consciousness for light). With the light of
consciousness, we pierce the distortions of our
personality lives and divest ourselves of all that
prevents us from being true to our Selves.

The emotional world is easier to penetrate and
desperately needs to be. The Tibetan Master
D.K. says in Glamour: A World Problem that
the five main types of emotional fog are:
materiality, sentiment, devotion, and the
emotions related to the pairs of opposites and
to the Path. Who among us does not fall prey
to?

1. Materiality: Especially, in the current
economic situation, how much of the
melodrama of the life centres on the
desire for things, worries about money
and concerns about maintaining or
holding onto what one has?

2. Sentiment: This largely centres on the
desire to love and be loved. We want to
feel good and to be “nice”. We have a
theory of service to others. These sticky
sentiments trap us in a web of
relationships that stifle freedom.

3. Devotion: This emotion becomes
attached to what we hold as our ideals.
The more we strive for the ideal, the
more we narrow our vision and limit our
participation in a broader vision. The
devotion simply admits us into the
world fog of desire.

4. Pairs of Opposites: We might call this
the addiction to agony and ecstasy.
This is simply an addiction to feeling
and the sensual pleasure of travelling
the extremes of emotions.

5. The Path: D.K. lists some of the
emotions related to our preoccupation
with being on the Path of liberation as:
high aspiration selfishly interpreted,
self-centredness, self-immolation, self-
aggressiveness and self-assertiveness in
spiritual work.

The necessary light which will allow us to “see
through” these emotions must come from
developing our minds. “Going to soul” or

“Going to spirit” will not dispel them and will,

in fact, only increase them and more deeply
imbed them in the personality. The
development of the mind must come from
everything from rigorous intellectual training

to the study and practice of Raja Yoga (the
yoga of the mind).
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Louise Hay in her book, Healing Yourself, lists

physical plane ailments which she sees as
caused by emotional distortions and solved by
the use of mental affirmations. The principle is
that mental distortions cause emotional
distortions which cause physical distortions.

And, in reverse, mental clarity causes

emotional clarity and physical clarity.

The Ageless Wisdom reveals the same
energetic line of descent. There are seven
planes within the vibrations of dense and subtle
matter. The three that vibrate at the lowest rate
are the physical, emotional and concrete

mental planes. They interpenetrate each other.

The highest has the greatest potential for
affecting the lower whether in a positive or
negative way.

On page 204 in Glamour: A World Problem,
we are given a meditation technique for
shedding light upon the fog of individual

emotional patterns. In this technique, we are
not instructed to direct the light of the soul
upon the emotional pattern, but, instead, to
train the light of the mind upon it. Only

through hard straight thinking does the fog

dissipate and reality appears.

Spiritual light must also be brought into our
mental world. This is the world which we call
the concrete mind. It is so fraught with
distortions that many upon the spiritual path
see the mind as a problem to be dispensed
with. Because of this, increasingly we live
within a world polarized between those who
feel and those who think.

The distortions within the mind are called
illusions. These strongly held beliefs separate
us from others and insulate us within a world
of those who share our limited perspective.
Criticism, separateness and pride usually
accompany the state of living within an
illusion.

The technique for dispelling illusion is the
development of the intuition. This is not the
gut-intuition found within the emotional
nature. This is the higher intuition found on
the higher correspondence to the emotional
plane: the buddhic plane. The soul is the
medium for contacting and focusing this
intuition. Therefore, one does use soul light to
dispel illusion just as one uses mental light to
dispel emotional fog. And, just as soul light
will not dispel fog; mental light will not dispel
illusion.

The first contact with the highest form of

intuition comes when we are in extreme
circumstances or make urgent demands. But,
consistent contact only comes through
meditation. The most powerful of these

meditations, known as the antahkarana
meditation, is outlined in Discipleship in the

New Age Vol. Il by Alice Bailey.

The use of light affects our freedom and
increases our capacity to love. To be effective
in the use of light we must develop
discrimination.  Only then, does the mind
liberate rather than bind.

UNITED NATIONS

“Within the United Nations is the germ and the
seed of a great international and meditating,
reflective group—a group of thinking and informed
men and women in whose hands lies the destiny of
humanity.” Discipleship in the New Age, A. A
Bailey, pg 220

It was a 24 hour journey but well worth it. New
York is home to the United Nations headquarters
situated on the banks of the East River. | had
chosen to visit in the week of the anniversary of
the UN. The UN was created on 24 October 1945
(United Nations Day) after World War 1l. The
intention was to create a world organization
focused on peace for all nations, so that the
atrocities of WWI and Il would never happen
again.

The main building is a towering rectangular
building. Outside fly the flags of all the member
states. They only fly when the General Assembly
are in session. At the entrance to the visitor's
centre are two sculptures, one is a gun with a knot
in it, the other a bronze globe with missing pieces
The sculptor would like to fill in the missing pex
when we attain world peace.

The first place | visited inside was the meditation
room. This was a simple, silent room with a wall
hanging at one end, about a dozen chairs at the
other end and a slab of iron ore in the centre. It

was a pleasure to meditate in such a space amidst

the busyness of NYC.

| was fortunate enough to be there at the time a
General Assembly meeting was in session, which
we were able to observe on the public tour. The

guide was from Japan but she explained that as we
are in international territory, her being Japanese
was secondary. She explained there are six dfficia

languages of the UN; English, Chinese, Spanish,
French, Arabic and Russian. There are

simultaneous translations during meetings as each
speaker makes their presentation.

When the United Nations began in 1945 there were
51 member countries of the UN. Now there are
192 which indicates that the vast majority of the
world’s nations recognize the importance of the
UN. There are only three countries who choose
not to be members. Two of them, interestingly, are
in the Pacific — Niue and Cook Islands. Their
reasons are probably economic and their close
affiliation with New Zealand. The other is the
Vatican City (Holy See); whose reasons may be
slightly more political.

There are five departments of the UN: Security
Council, General Assembly, Economic and Social
Council, Secretariat and International Court of
Justice. The media tends to focus primarily on the
Security Council and the General Assembly,
however the Economic and Social Council makes
up around 80% of the UN’s work. There are 15
members of the Security Council with five
permanent members, China, USA, Russia, UK and
France. Any of these countries have veto power.
This power is currently under review and may be
removed.
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At the time of the anniversary is the week of
Spirituality, Values and Global Concerns. |
attended the spiritual caucus meeting facilitated b
Steve Nation — formerly of the Triangle Centre in
Paekakariki — and Barbara Velacore. Steve spoke
about silence, the importance of it, and in the
context of the United Nations. There is a ritufal o
1 minute silence prior to each session of the
General Assembly. The fact that there is a
meditation room indicates the recognition of
silence at the UN.

The room was designed by Dag Hammarskjold, the
second Secretary-General. He placed great value
on silence and the inner life. About the meditatio
room he says;There is an ancient saying that the
sense of a vessel is not in its shell but in thd.vo
So it is with this room. It is for those who come
here to fill the void with what they find in their
centre of stillness.”

As we sat in the silence for the next 20 minutes or
so | reflected on the significance of this plade.
was impressed by the power of silence. We were a
small group of 10 or so people and yet the
regularity of this group placing attention on sden
yields a depth of power not found in what people
generally accept as power.
